Anniversary, dedicated a number of projects in and around Barclayville, Grand Kru County, a co-

host of this year’s celebration. 

 

Development projects dedicated included the 12th Judicial Circuit, the traditional chief’s 

residence, a computer laboratory at the Barclayville Central High School, the rehabilitated and 

extended Barclayville City Hall and the 86 kilometer Barclayville – Kanweaken road. She also 

dedicated a number of presidential hand pumps constructed around Barclayville and a newly 

constructed home for Peace Corps volunteers assigned in the county.
